1. Subject of the Contract

The Customer entrusts and the Executor assumes obligations on provision of health services to the population of ______ rayon in the volume and according to the terms stipulated by this Contract.

2. Rights and Obligations of the Customer

The Customer is obliged to:

2.1  Transfer funds from rayon budget for 2005 that makes up ….. thousands grivnas to the Executor in order to provide conditions for fulfillment of the obligation of the Executor on organizing of the medical treatment of the population of _________ rayon, including:

Services on provision of in-patient care -  …..  thousands grivnas, 
services on provision of polyclinic care - ….. thousands grivnas,

2.2  Provide timely financing of the Executor according to the terms envisaged by Paragraph 4 of this Contract.

2.3  Revise total amount of financial provision of the Provider, defined in Paragraph 2.1 of this Contract, in case of increase of the total amount of budgetary allocations for health care, approved by the appropriate decision of  _________ rayon council.

3. Rights and Obligations of the Executor

3.1 The Executor is obliged to:

3.1.1 Provide the population with health services in the volume and according to the Procedure of ensuring the guaranteed state free medical care to the citizens, approved by the Decree #955 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine from 11 July 2002, within the financial recourses transferred by the Customer according to this Contract.

3.1.2 Ensure functioning of the quantity of in-patient beds and nomenclature of the medical and auxiliary personnel necessary for provision of the services mentioned in Paragraph 3.1.1 of this Contract.

3.1.3 Use the following statements as clinical guidelines in the process of provision of the medical services:

·  Unified temporary standards of medical technologies of diagnostic-treatment process of in-patient care for grown-ups and Temporary standards of the scope of diagnostic researches, remedial measures and quality standards for curing children, approved by the Order #226 of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of 27 June 1998;

·  Norms of provision of the medical care to the grown-ups in outpatient-polyclinic institutions, approved by the Order #507 of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of 28 December 2002;

·  Temporary norms of provision of the medical care to children in outpatient-polyclinic institutions, approved by the Order #502 of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine, of 28 December 2002;

·  Norms of provision of the obstetrical-gynecological and neonatal care, approved by the Order #620 of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of 29 December 2003;

·  Norms of provision of the medical care to women according to the specialty “Obstetrics and Gynecology” in outpatient-polyclinic institutions, approved by the Order #503 of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine of 28 December 2002;

·  Clinical protocols;

·  Other official documents of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine that regulate provision of the medical care.

3.1.4 In this activity, provide observance of the human rights and rights of the patients granted by the Constitutions of Ukraine and other laws.

3.1.5 In the process of provision of the medical services provided by paragraph 3.1.1 of this Contract, be guided by planned criteria of the effective activity mentioned in the Annex 1 that is an integral part of this Contract.

3.1.6 Provide the Customer with information on flows of the patients and observance of the quality standards of the provided health services according to the legislation in force and to the Annex 2 of this Contract.

3.1.7 Report to the Customer on results of their financial activity according to the official statistic forms established by the legislation.

3.1.8 Provide personnel with at least the same rates of salary that correspond to the ones of the appropriate categories of employees in budgetary institutions of health care, as set by the Decree #134 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 7 February 2001.

3.1.9 In the amount and according to the procedure stipulated by the legislation, carry out payment of the appropriate assignments for social insurance and for pension provision of the employees.

3.2 The Executor has the right:

3.2.1 At his discretion carry out reorganizing, redistribution and re-profiling of the bed fund and staff according to the amount of the services being provided taking into account requirements stipulated by Paragraph 3.1.2 of this Contract.

3.2.2 Involve additional financial sources (including sources of solidary financing, charitable fees, humanitarian aid, etc.) for drug provision of in-patient care if there is deficit of financial resources in compliance with the procedure that doesn’t contradict to the current legislation.

4. Procedure of Financial Payments

4.1 Every month the Customer transfers money to the settlement account of the Executor according to the approved financial plan not latter than …. of the current month.

5. Aims and Indices of Efficacy of the Executor’s Activity

5.1 Within the frame of this Contract, the aims of the Executor’s activity are:

5.1.1 Ensuring the provision of health services according to the requirements set in Paragraphs 3.1.1 and 3.1.3 of this Contract.

5.1.2 Increase efficacy of usage of existing recourses.

5.2 The following indices may be used as general benchmarks for assessment of efficacy of usage of the existing resources:

5.2.1 The average length of in-patient treatment by the end of this Contract duration must be reduced by 10% as compared to this index for 200_.

5.2.2 By the end of this Contract duration, the Executor must reduce the quantity of in-patient beds by 10% as compared to this index for 200_.

5.2.3 The Executor must provide:

· at least ….outpatient surgical procedures per 10,000 citizens;

· treatment of ….. patients per 10,000 citizens in a day in-patient unit;

· treatment of at least …… patients per 10,000 citizens at home.

5.2.4 By the end of this Contract duration, the Executor is to increase expenditures for purchase of the drugs, medical materials, medical instruments and equipment by 15% as compared to these expenditures for 200_, owing to redistribution of the funds that were transferred to the Executor by the Customer according to this Contract.

6. Other Conditions

This Contract does not apply to provision of the paid health services enumerated in the appropriate register, approved by the Decree #1138 of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 17 September 1996.

7. Termination of the Contract and Responsibilities of the Parties

7.1 This Contract comes into force on the ___________after agreement with _____ rayon council and is effective till _______.

7.2 Any party can terminate their participation in the Contract if another party breaks provisions of this Contract provided that there is written notice from the initiator of termination of the Contract four weeks in advance before the end of the current quarter.

7.3 After termination of the Contract, if the Parties continue meeting its conditions, the Contract is considered to be prolonged for an indefinite period, but each party can withdraw from it having sent written notice to another party not latter than in four weeks before the end of the current quarter.

7.4 The parties take the responsibility for non-execution or inappropriate execution of the provisions of this Contract according to the current legislation.

7.5 In case of pre-schedule termination of this Contract, cost outlay of the Customer is not subject to indemnification.

7.6 This Contract is completed in two original copies that are of equal legal force: one copy for each party. 
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
